What happens over the three days?

Day 1: Kicking off with dinner, networking and team formation from 6pm until 9.30pm.

Day 2: Teams will work from 8am 'til 9.30pm, meet with mentors and attend workshops.
Day 3: Teams will continue working from 8am, present their pitches before winners are
crowned by the judges, concluding at 4pm.
